
Anatomic Global to sell mattresses at Relax the Back

Environmentally friendly Ecomfort brand finds national market
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CORONA, Calif. — Anatomic Global, an OEM supplier of memory foam products sold on the Internet, is launching a national retail program with Relax the Back. 

It will bring Anatomic's Ecomfort mattress line of premium, environmentally friendly memory foam mattresses to a national retail market. Relax the Back, based in La Palma, Calif., has more than 120 U.S. and Canadian stores.

Jeff Scorziell, president of Anatomic Global, based here, said the new relationship with Relax the Back is a key step in extending its brand reach at brick-and-mortar retail outlets.

"The Relax the Back relationship gives us the opportunity to serve the retailer well in both our key competencies, which are our national drop-ship delivery and our superior back support technology," Scorziell said.

Relax the Back will carry the Ecomfort Mattress line in its stores under the private-label brand PureFit. The line features a patent-pending Neutral Posture Support System offering seven zones to support the body from head to toe, with built-in lumbar support to allow the back to relax to its full potential, the company said.

The line also is earth-friendly, using EcoMemoryFoam, Anatomic Global's proprietary, exclusive material which replaces a large portion of petroleum found in other memory foams with a 100% plant-based product. In addition, the foam features an open-cell structure that does not retain heat, addressing a common complaint of sleeping hot on foam bedding, according to the company.

Founded in 1989, Anatomic Global says it fulfills an average of 850,000 orders each year, shipping memory foam products to consumers. The mattresses are vacuum-compressed before shipping, a step that reduces transportation costs as well as the company's carbon footprint.

The company's Ecomfort Mattress line, which was introduced last year, retails from $1,299 to $2,999. The line is targeted specifically to brick-and-mortar retailers, while Internet retailers receive different product lines.

Anatomic Global takes a number of steps to ensure that its company operates in an environmentally friendly manner. It looks for new applications of its plant-based foams, it uses a zero-emissions manufacturing process, and it uses the most efficient direct-to-store and consumer-direct delivery methods to reduce its carbon footprint, officials said. 

In addition, the company operates on a four-day work week, helping its employees reduce their carbon footprints, and it follows a zero-waste policy, recycling all of its scrap waste and turning it into usable products like bean bag chairs made from scrap foam.

Anatomic Global operates out of a 100,000-square-foot manufacturing facility in Corona and has 100 employees. It touts its products as "proudly made in the USA."

In addition to seeing more growth with Internet retailers, the company also sees growth this year with brick-and-mortar retailers. It hopes to add 400 new stores by the end of this year.
